Notes:

1. Agreed new GB format from September 2001.  DVLA say that, in addition to those listed, there are a number of “non-standard” numbers.  These are catered for within the existing formats, provided 0 is accepted as a numeric when on its own. 

2. So far as military vehicles are concerned, there are now two systems – conventional numbers, as catered for within the DVLA formats - and the series 99AA99 (the old system) and AA99AA (the current one).

3. For diplomatic plates (format 999A999), the first 3 numerics indicate the Embassy, the middle alpha (which can only be an X or a D, indicates whether it is an Embassy vehicle (D) or a Consular/other international vehicle (X)) and the last 3 numerics are a serial number. 

4. The “old” RoI numbers are also catered for within the existing DVLA format.  See also 5 below.

5. Northern Ireland   Initially, only the alphas I and Z are issued by DVLNI but it is possible for GB formats to be permanently retained on the DVLNI system (and vice versa) 

6. IoM  All the DVLA type formats are in use in the IoM except those that have only one alpha character.  The IoM Regulations allow for the additional IoM formats at the bottom of the list, but none have so far been assigned.  This is to cater not only for future expansion and to allocate numbers on a temporary basis.

7. IoM Where there are two alpha characters, the letters are always MN.  Where there are three alpha characters, they are always either MAN or (B through to Y)MN (e.g. EMN).  In practice, A and Z are not used in the latter series (i.e. AMN and ZMN) but could be used if required

8. Jersey The alpha characters are always either J or JSY.

9. Guernsey and Alderney Only the alpha characters G and AY are used, except the A999 formats which are for trade plates, where A = T, X or Z. Note that there are separate series for motor cars and motor cycles in Guernsey, which means that there is duplication.

General notes about VRN interpretation:

· VRN should be in upper case only.


· Embedded spaces will be removed during input file processing and the VRN will be stored on the database left justified e.g. T 238 KKL becomes T238KKL.


· Details of specific character strings (as described above in Notes 5,6,7,8,9 above) are not verified during input file processing by Experian.
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
